We visited an orphanage of 
children who have been rescued 
from the street or who were 
abandoned in hospitals. 

 
They sang songs for us and gave us 
a tour.  We passed out bubbles &

Gypsy Village 

We visited this Gypsy village 
consisting of 7 houses. 

 
In some of the homes, 12 people 

shared a single room home with only 
2 beds.  No electricity or running 

water. 

 
Our group passed out food to each 

family and sang songs for each other. 

 
Cornilia, the Gypsy girl pictured here 
received Christ along with 3 elderly 

Romanian women whom God had led to 
the village while we were there. Maria 
shared the good news of repentance, 
forgiveness and eternal life through 

Jesus, and now we have 4 new sisters in 
Christ! 

 
Presently Tony is working on getting 
electricity to the village.  Soon “The 
Story of Jesus for Children” will be 

shown in this and many other villages 
bringing salvation & spiritual power 

over sin & death.
